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Disneyland is a theme park in Anaheim, California. Opened in 1955, it was the first
theme park opened by The Walt Disney Company and the only one designed and constructed
under the direct supervision of Walt Disney. Disney initially envisioned building a tourist
attraction adjacent to his studios in Burbank to E fans who wished to visit; however, he
soon realized that the proposed site was too small for the- ideas that he had. After hiring the
Stanford Research Institute to perform a feasibility study determining an site for his
project, Disney bought a 160-acre (65 ha) site near Anaheim in 1953. The park was
designed by a creative team hand-picked by Walt from internal and outside talent. They
founded WED Enterprises, the precursor to today’s Walt Disney Imagineering. Construction
in 1954 and the park was unveiled during a special televised press event on the ABC
Television Network on July 17, 1955. Since its opening, Disneyland has undergone
expansions and major renovations, including the addition of New Orleans Square in 1966,
Bear Country in 1972, Mickey’s Toontown in 1993, and Star Wars: Galaxy’s Edge in 2019.
, Disney California Adventure Park opened in 2001 on the site of Disneyland’s original
parking lot.

Disneyland has a larger cumulative attendance than theme park in the world,
with 757 million visits since it opened (as of December 2021). In 2022, the park had[ 6 |
16.9 million visits, making it the second most visited amusement park in the world that year,
behind only Magic Kingdom, the very park it inspired.

a 2005 Disney report, 65,700 jobs are supported by the Disneyland Resort,
including about 20,000 direct Disney employees and 3,800 third-party employees (independent
contractors or their employees). Disney announced “Project Stardust” in 2019, which included
major structural renovations to the park to account for higher attendance numbers.

One important concept that evolved from Egyptian beliefs in the Early Dynastic Period

was that of ma’at, which means “harmony” or “balance.” Ma’at was the core concept of the

faith, a_building block of sorts. The ancient Egyptians also had their story of creation from
(2

very early on, in which the god Atum played a central role. As the story goes, Atum found
himself standing in formless chaos and disorder before time even began.

In the midst of that chaos, Atum was the one who brought creation into existence, but he
didn’t do it alone. At his side was “heka,” which could be translated as “magic.” This primal,
eternal force of life also had its personification called Heka. Thanks to the force of heka, the
formless world was given meaning and sense, shaping all aspects of existence as we know it,
from the rising and setting of the sun to the more trivial parts of life. Because of this, heka
was also the force that made ma’at possible. The incarnation of ma’at was the goddess of the
ostrich feather, an important deity that each new ruler had to pledge themselves to.

Ancient Egyptian views on life and death were heavily influenced by their relatively
peaceful way of life. The Egyptians often enjoyed security and abundance thanks to their
ingenuity, geographical location, and the generosity of the Nile. Motifs of war, suffering, sin
and other unpleasantness were far in the backseat when it came to religion, and life was
more or less viewed as a pleasant thing. Egyptians also saw life merely as a single step in a
journey that lasted forever, hence their focus on buryinglthe dead with their possessions and
even food. The sense of belonging and oneness with the universe was a major part of the
philosophy. The idea of eternal life extended to other living creatures as well, and the whole
concept played an integral part in Egyptian religious practice for millennia.
